The historic Fort Gratiot Lighthouse is one of the
most recognizable and beloved landmarks on the
Great Lakes. Having stood on the same ground for
nearly 180 years, it is an object of pride for locals, a
must-see for visitors and an important landmark for
sailors.

Standing on the shores of Lake Huron since 1825, the
Fort Gratiot Lighthouse is located at the foot of
Garfield Street, just north of the Blue Water Bridges
in Port Huron. It is a 5-acre complex including the
lighthouse, keeper’s duplex, foghorn building, and
crew quarters. Because it is so badly in need of
restoration and repair, the Coast Guard closed the
lighthouse to tours in August 2008.

The FRIENDS of the FORT GRATIOT LIGHT are
a group of concerned citizens, preservationists, and
local business leaders that came together in early 2009
to dedicate their efforts and funds to restore and
renovate the entire compound. Lighthouse Steering
Committee meetings are held the 3rd Tuesday of each
month at 5:30, or as needed.
